“These 
homes will be randomly scattered 
throughout the buildings,” Kush 
explains. “The people who qualify 
will be able to move in as a tenant 
for two years, and then 100 per 
cent of their rental payments will 
be applied as a down payment. It’s 
exciting to be able to help local 
people onto the path to owning 
their home.”
